
 
 
Cartrefi Conwy Board Complete 
 
Cartrefi Conwy, the newest Housing Association in North Wales, now have a 
full complement of members. The Board of Management have overall 
responsibility for running Cartrefi Conwy including setting policies and 
directing activities. It is made up of 5 Tenant members, 5 Conwy County 
Borough Council nominees, and 5 Independent members.  
  
The latest recruit is Clifton Robinson, who joins as the 5th independent Board 
Member.  
 
Pam Lonie, Chair of the Board, said “We welcomed Clifton’s application and 
we are sure that we will benefit from his long history of housing management 
and, in particular, his knowledge on equalities and human rights.”  
 
Clifton worked for a local council and a housing association in London before 
moving to North Wales in 1988 to become housing manager with Clwyd Alyn 
Housing Association. He left Clwyd Alyn in 1993 to become housing director 
with North Wales Housing Association where he spent 10 years. During that 
time, among other responsibilities, he helped to develop the Association’s 
approach on tenant participation and community development and is certain 
that this background will be of particular value as a Board Member of Cartrefi 
Conwy. 
 
Since leaving North Wales Housing Association, Clifton has been chair of the 
North Wales Probation Board since 2004; is currently an Inspector with the 
Health Inspectorate Wales; is a director of North Wales Race Equality 
Network which he helped to found in 2000; is a board member of the mental 
health charity Mind Cymru  and is one of two founder members of the Cymru 
Equality and Diversity Consortium which has carried out work with housing 
associations and local authorities across Wales since 2004. In 2007, Clifton 
was appointed to the Statutory Wales Committee of the Equality and Human 
Rights Commission. 
 
Clifton was also invited by the Welsh Assembly Government in 2008 to join 
one of 3 Experts Panels set up to produce a new National Housing Strategy 
for Wales and is keen that Cartrefi Conwy should also benefit from this role. 
 



Andrew Bowden, Chief Executive, said “I am glad that the Board now has its 
full compliment of members. I’m sure that Clifton’s inclusion will only help to 
strengthen the good work that the Board are already doing.”
