
 
 
Are your gas appliances safe this Christmas?  
 
Tenants of Cartrefi Conwy, the newest Housing Association in North Wales, 
face a choice - Prize Draw or a Court Warrant.  
 
Each month, as part of a campaign to improve safety, one lucky Cartrefi 
Conwy tenant wins £100.  November’s winner is Mr Campbell of Victor Wilde 
Drive, Rhos on Sea.  
 
To enter the prize draw, Cartrefi Conwy tenants simply have to allow 
contractors PH Jones Ltd to make an appointment and come to their home to 
carry out essential checks on gas and oil installations.  These checks are vital 
to ensure tenants’ safety against carbon monoxide poisoning. For additional 
safety, the contractors are also checking smoke alarms during their visits. 
Tenants who do not allow the Association access are not only endangering 
the lives of themselves and their families but also potentially their neighbours. 
 
The prize draw is just part of a campaign urging tenants to take safety checks 
seriously.  There are extremely high risks attached to gas and oil installations 
if they don’t get an annual check, as a result Cartrefi Conwy will go all the way 
to court to arrange a safety check. 
 
The message to tenants is clear - Let PH Jones Ltd check your gas and oil 
installations - keep your family safe. 
 
Cartrefi Conwy will assist any tenant who is disabled, eldery or vulnerable to 
make appointments but you must contact us. Our tenants have nothing to 
worry about from letting our contractors into their homes for these safety 
checks to be carried out.   
 
In extreme cases, where the contractor had repeatedly been refused access 
to a property, Cartrefi Conwy can apply to the Magistrate’s Court for a warrant 
to gain access.  
 
The court judgement, to force tenants to allow access for gas safety checks, 
demonstrates that Cartrefi Conwy will take any measure necessary to ensure 
that gas safety checks are carried out, so if you are a Cartrefi Conwy tenant 
and are asked to provide access for gas or any other safety checks, make 
sure you do so.  It could prove very expensive for you if you don’t as costs of 
£500 per tenant have been awarded to Cartrefi Conwy for the recent 
injunctions.
